Nhaø thôø Chính toaø cuûa Giaùo phaän laø Ñeàn Ñöùc 

Meï Guadalupe. Giaùo phaän Dallas hieän bao goàm laõnh thoå cuûa 9 

quaän haït ôû phía baéc Texas laø Collin, Dallas, Ellis, Fannin, 

Grayson, Hunt, Kaufman, Navarro, vaø Rockwall. Giaùo phaän 

Dallas thuoäc Giaùo tænh San Antonio goàm coù Toång Giaùo phaän San 

Antonio, caùc giaùo phaän Amarillo, Dallas, El Paso, Fort Worth, 

Laredo, Lubbock, San Angelo. 

Tính ñeán naêm 2013, Giaùo phaän Dallas coù 1.165.582 tín höõu 

trong toång soá daân trong vuøng laø 3,847,430, töùc 30,3% daân soá. Giaùo 

phaän Dallas coù 129 linh muïc trieàu, 84 linh muïc doøng, 144 phoù teá 

vónh vieãn, 101 nam tu só, 104 nöõ tu, vaø 74 giaùo xöù.

Ngaøy 15/7/1890, Giaùo phaän Dallas ñöôïc thaønh laäp do vieäc 

taùch ra töø caùc vuøng phía baéc vaø taây baéc cuûa Giaùo phaän Galveston 

vôùi dieän tích roäng khoaûng 108 ngaøn daëm vuoâng vaø traûi daøi töø 

Texarkana ñeán El Paso vaø Panhandle. 
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Vò giaùm muïc tieân khôûi cuûa Giaùo phaän laø Thomas Francis 

Brennan nhöng ngaøi chæ phuïc vuï ñöôïc 2 naêm maø thoâi (1890-1892). 

Ñeán naêm 1892, daân soá Coâng giaùo cuûa Giaùo phaän Dallas leân ñöôïc 

15 ngaøn ngöôøi, vaø coù 30 linh muïc. Ñaïo Coâng giaùo trong vuøng tieáp 

tuïc phaùt trieån do ngöôøi Coâng giaùo töø caùc tieåu bang phía baéc dôøi 

xuoáng, vaø ñeán naêm 1908 Giaùo phaän  Dallas coù 83 linh muïc phuïc 

vuï cho khoaûng 60 ngaøn ngöôøi Coâng giaùo. 

The Roman Catholic Diocese of Dallas (Latin: Dioecesis 

Dallasensis) is a Roman Catholic diocese in Texas. It was founded 

on July 15, 1890 by Pope Leo XIII. The diocese's cathedral is 

the Cathedral Shrine of the Virgin of Guadalupe. The diocese's 

territory comprises nine counties in North Texas: Collin, Dallas, 

Ellis, Fannin, Grayson, Hunt, Kaufman, Navarro, and Rockwall. 

The diocese is a suffragan diocese of the Roman Catholic 

Archdiocese of San Antonio. 

As of 2013, the Diocese has 1,165,582 Catholics in a 

population of 3,847,430 (30.3%). It also has 129 diocesan priests, 

84 religious priests, 144 permanent deacons, 101 male religious, 

104 female religious, and 74 parishes. 

The Catholic history of Dallas began long before the formal 

creation of the diocese. The city of Dallas was settled by people 

from Kentucky, Illinois, and Indiana, as well as foreign immigrants 

and African-Americans. The Catholic population, however, was not 

considerable: as late as 1868 there was only one Catholic family 

living in the area. The members of this family were ministered to by 

priests from an Irish Catholic settlement, St. Paul in Collin County. 

A certain Father Joseph Martinere, later a domestic 

prelate and vicar general of the diocese, often made journeys of 

over hundreds of miles through swamp and forest to reach the 

area.  

The diocese was erected on July 15, 1890 out of the northern 

and north-western portions of the Diocese of Galveston. The new 

diocese embraced 108,000 square miles and spread from 

Texarkana to El Paso and the Panhandle.  

Its first bishop was Thomas Francis Brennan, an Irishman 

who served in the diocese for two years. By 1892 the Catholic 

population of the diocese had grown to 15,000, and there were 30 

priests. Catholicism in the area continued to grow because of 

immigration, as Catholics came to the area from the northern 

states, and by 1908 there were 83 priests serving an estimated 

Catholic population of 60,000.  
 

 

 

WEEKLY MEDITATION 
HAVE FAITH IN JESUS 

On May 13, 1981 an assassin’s 
bullet ripped through the stomach of 
Pope John Paul II, and initiated a trial of 
suffering that lasted several months, 
required multiple 
surgeries, was complicated 
by a viral infection, and 
required two lengthy 
hospital stays. Yet through 
this ordeal Pope John Paul 
II maintained a positive 
spirit, and demonstrated 
ongoing concern for others 
and for the Church. 
Whereas many would 
have bemoaned their fate, 
Pope John Paul II 
confessed, “One hand fired, and another one 
guided the bullet.’ For him there is no doubt 
about the protection which saved him from 
death…”1  

How people respond to the 
difficulties they encounter in life is a 
theme of this Sunday’s Mass readings. 
We see God’s people confronted with 
difficult situations, situations which 
most of us would call major problems. 
For instance, Ezekiel was given the 
very difficult task of trying to 
communicate with obstinate and 
rebellious people. Paul faced a different 
problem, he experienced a physical 

malady that some think was an eye 
disease, which hindered and limited 
his freedom to serve Christ. These 
problems, which are similar to ones we 
confront, reinforce the reality that a 
Christian believer is not immune to 
difficulties. On the contrary, they 
demonstrate that sometimes a 

believer’s problems are 
multiplied by virtue of 
being a believer. 

The issues we must 
face when we encounter 
problems is whether we 
view them as obstacles or 
opportunities, and 
whether we view 
ourselves as victims or 
victors. In honesty we 
must confess that 
frequently these 
situations are viewed 

primarily as obstacles wherein we do 
not see the opportunities, but only see 
ourselves as being victimized by 
unpleasant circumstances. The 
perspective which we need in order to 
change the way we view difficult 
circumstances, is faith, faith in the 
goodness of God and faith in the power 
of God to help. 

We see in this week’s Gospel 
reading (Mc 6:1-6) that people’s 
obstinate unwillingness to trust in 
Jesus created a situation where they 
could not experience Christ’s power. 

They had the unfortunate inclination 
to view Jesus’ power in light of their 
own limitations. However, for God’s 
children life’s problems are really 
opportunities for us to exercise our 
faith. As our faith is exercised it is 
made stronger through the process, 
and we experience Christ’s power in 
new and unusual ways.  Ezekiel 
couldn’t be obedient and at the same 
time sit around and bemoan his job 
assignment. He had to believe that God 
knew what was best and in faith 
proceed with the assignment given 
him. Paul, utilized his faith to ask for 
deliverance from his malady, and when 
God said, “No,” Paul used his faith not 
to simply surrender stoically to his 
condition, but to glory in it, looking to 
see how God’s grace would be 
magnified through his life because of his 
sickness. Their faith in God’s love and 
power enabled them to recognize, as 
did John Paul II, that in reality another 
hand, God’s, directed their lives. When 
we view the difficulties and 
complications that enter our lives as 
wonderful opportunities to experience 
God’s love, grace, and power, we will 
find ourselves at peace, energized to do 
what we can, and amazed at the 
miracles God works in us and on our 
behalf.
